This is a great opportunity for CTE students who have earned some dual credit while in high school
but have not yet been awarded a certificate from a two-year college.

To be considered, students simply need to file a FAFSA. Even students who missed the April

After completing a short questionnaire, Ivy
Tech Community College or Vincennes University will reach out to the student to help them enroll.
